Even though he didn’t do any work, he passed his exam.

e- The car hasn't been going very well. I think we should still try the journey.

(nevertheless) The car hasn't been going very well . / ; nevertheless, I think we should still try the journey.
I’ve heard  that the President is unwell. He has never been fitter.

(contrary to)Contrary to what I’ve heard, the President has never been fitter.
f- They hadn't had a holiday for a few years. They decided to go abroad.

(since) They decided to go abroad since they hadn’t had a holiday for a few years.

Since they hadn’t had … , they decided …

g- They had two players sent off. They won 3/0.

(despite) Despite having two players sent off, they won 3/0.

Despite the fact that they had two players sent off, they won 3/0.

h- The house had locks on all doors and windows. The burglar still got in.

(in spite of) In spite of the locks, the burglar still got in.

The burglar still got in in spite of the locks.

In spite of the fact that the house had locks …, the burglar still got in.

i- The bodywork is in terrible condition. The engine is as good as new.

(whereas) The bodywork is in terrible condition whereas the engine is as good as new.
j- You've all worked extremely hard today. You can leave early.

(as) As you've all worked extremely hard today, you can leave early.
k- I got to the bus stop. The bus had already gone.

(by the time)By the time I got to the bus stop, the bus had already gone.

The bus had already gone by the time I got to the bus stop.

l- We were having lunch. It started to snow.

(while) While we were having lunch, it started to snow.
m- I missed the cab yesterday. Pat gave me a lift.

(luckily) I missed the cab yesterday . / ; luckily, Pat gave me a lift.
n- It’s raining now but I want to go out.

(although)Although it’s raining now, I want to go out.

I want to go out now although it’s raining.

o- Mary is quite helpful. She helps her brother with his homework.

(for instance) Mary is quite helpful ; for instance, she helps….
p- I was really tired. I managed to finish the race.

(somehow) I somehow managed to finish the race.
