b) I first took piano lessons in 2003.

(since) I have been taking piano lessons since 2003.
c) I have known my best friend since I was 9. Now I’m 14 and we are still close friends.

(for) We have been close friends for 5 years.
d) We moved to our new house in 2006.

(ago) We moved to our new house 5 years ago.
e) We arrived at the cinema at 6. The movie started at 5.

(after) We arrived at the cinema after the movie had started / started.
4. Rewrite these sentences with “used to” and “would”. Put X when it’s impossible. (3pts)

a- I went to the mountains every weekend.

I used to go to the mountains every weekend.

I would go to the mountains every weekend.

b- We travelled once to Japan.

It’s impossible because it’s not a repeated action; it only happened once.

c- We didn’t have a Playstation when we were kids.

We didn’t use to have a Playstation when we were kids.

Impossible with ‘would’ because “have” is a state verb.
